READY GOLF.

Ready Golfs aim is to assist a large field finish playing within a reasonable time and to keep the groups close together (only 1 or 2 strokes apart on Fairways).

Aim:- Complete a round of 18 holes in around 4 hrs 15 min.

Here are some suggestions: -

TEE:
Shortest hitter, or first player that is ready, drives off first.


First two players to tee-off, mark their card after teeing off.

FAIRWAY:
First player to their ball on fairway hits ball, even if ahead of other players (within safe limits).


Always watch the other players hitting their ball and stand square of player on the side, they are facing.


As soon as the player has hit their ball, start moving towards the next ball.


Only do ONE practice shot (unless you are waiting for the group ahead to clear)

GREEN:
Longest Putt goes first, even if closer ball is off the Green.


Player can putt-out, with permission of other players if ‘line of putt' is an issue.

GENERAL:
Make the ‘break' after the 9th Hole as short as possible (mark cards at 10th hole, eat / drink while walking)


Call through the following group, if a ball is proving difficult to find.


If in doubt as to the location of a wayward ball, play a Provisional Ball just in case before moving forward
YOUR GROUP SHOULD BE KEEPING UP WITH THE GROUP AHEAD, not just staying ahead of the group behind.

N.B. Ready Golf is only for our Club games. When playing VGL Events, Pennant or Matchplay, the ‘Honour' (best score on previous hole tees off) and ‘Distance' (player furthest from the pin) rules apply.
